Day 1 
Arrival at the hotel. Welcome’s cocktail and 
presentation of the programme.

Day 2 
After breakfast departure and visit of 
Monaco and Sanremo.

The capital of the Liguria region might be a 
metropolis, but the city’s history is 
inseparably connected to the sea: It is the 
birth place of the famous sailor Columbus, 
who discovered the continent of America. 
One of the city’s main attractions is the 
aquarium, which is the biggest of all 
Europe. 
The city itself, with its beautiful harbour, 
the magnificent palaces and the old centre 
is definitely worth a visit! The art-historical 
treasures on churches and city palaces, 
though, are only one side of this 
extraordinary town, whose city-rush and 
noise you can easily leave behind hopping 
on to a small bucolian train descending 
from the “belle époque”. Rattling at a speed 
of 35 km/h, it takes you through greenest 
valleys, passing by old castles and 
churches, until you reach the height of 400 
metres; 24 km later, you arrive in Casella, 
a vivacious town stuffed with history.
