Today Asti, the capital of the Asti province, is 
dedicated to wine production and is worldwide 
renown for its pearl wine. The town attracts 
gourmets with its 11 DOC wines and tasting 
cellars. The old town with its medieval palaces and 
historical remains is well worth a visit. The local 
folklore includes the Palio or the Douja d’Or wine 
festival. 
 

 
 

Canelli lies in the Langhe area near Asti and is the 
most important centre for the production of the 
flavoured white wine Asti Spumante, a landmark of 
Italian culture. 
The town is made up of the lower Borgo and the 
upper Villanuova with the amazing “underground 
cathedrals”. 
Visit to the wine cellar Gancia and wine tasting. 
Travel back to Acqui Terme, dinner in a trattoria 
and overnight stay
